GET TO THE BEACH EARLY
Come to Haulover early during daylight hours and enjoy the day and make friends. B.E.A.C.H.E.S. volunteers
will finish setting-up and decorating at 9 am. A few extra helping hands are always welcome.
PARKING & PARKING PERMITS
At Haulover’s North Beach Parking lot entrance, before the toll booth, B.E.A.C.H.E.S. will have an event
volunteer with the names of our registered event guests starting at 1o:30 am until 4:30 pm. These guests will be
given special parking permits that must be placed on their front dash board so they can park without paying the
$6 parking fee.
Entertainers and temporary guests should park in the Marine Center Parking Lot (next lot south of North Lot)
near Café Azul Restaurant. You must receive a temporary parking pass before the Park closes from the Regis-
tration Table on Haulover Beach or from our event volunteer at the North Beach Parking Lot.
Our event guests must arrive no later than 5 pm. Vehicles will be locked in the North parking lot at 6 pm, when
the private event officially begins. Cars cannot be moved until the morning when the park reopens. Guests
camping at the Ocean Palm Motel will park at Haulover. Guests will have access to their cars at during the
night with proper identification.
SECURITY
Haulover Beach Park closes for the general public at sundown. In the winter, that will be at about 5:30 pm. At
approx. 4:30 pm, park staff drives through the beach and announces that the beach is closing and all cars must
leave the parking lot at sundown. B.E.A.C.H.E.S. has hired off-duty Miami-Dade Police officers to guard the
New Years Eve party from party gate-crashers and to protect property health and safety. We also have both
paid private security and volunteers to also help with security matters.

PLAN “B”
What happens if….
on New Year’s Eve day the weather is really bad with rain and thunder and the event should likely be can-
celed? Who makes the decision? How and when will it be communicated to event participants?
#1. Watch the weather forecast. We certainly will. If cancellation is called for, it will be only for that single
day/night. The decision will be made by Shirley Mason and placed on B.E.A.C.H.E.S.’ web site by 12 noon on
Dec. 31st. www.beachesfoundation.org/newyears2012.html
There will also be an announcement left on B.E.A.C.H.E.S. toll-free number: 866-29-BEACH (23224)
Assuming the weather clears for January 1st, the New Year’s Eve dinner will be served for lunch
(about 1 pm) and the hot buffet breakfast will be served on January 2nd (at 8:30 am)
What happens if….there is a complete wash out due to the weather, other acts of God or government and the
entire event has to be cancelled. Will I get a refund?
This is highly unlikely to happen. However, you have three options.
Option 1: As difficult as it will be for B.E.A.C.H.E.S. to refund the entire amount, minus a $25 administration
and processing fee, we will.
Option 2: Donate a portion of the event fee (or all if you’re feeling generous) to B.E.A.C.H.E.S. and receive a
tax-deduction on your federal income tax for 2011. Receive the balance as a refund.
Option 3: Take a “rain-check” credit for the next planned overnight beach event, tentatively scheduled for the
Spring of 2012..
